DENTAL TECHNICIANS

Section A: OCCUPATIONAL PROFILE

JOB DESCRIPTION:

Dental technicians design, prepare and fabricate dentures and dental devices as
prescribed by dentists and other specialists. They are employed in dental
laboratories.

MAIN DUTIES:

Dental technicians perform some or all of the following duties:

e Design, fabricate or repair dental devices including full or partial dentures,
crowns, bridges, inlays, onlays, clasps and bands, and implants.

e May consult with dentists or other specialists on problematic dental cases.

e May train and supervise other dental technicians or dental laboratory bench
workers in fabricating dentures and other dental devices.

e May perform supervisory and administrative functions for the dental
laboratory.

EMPLOYMENT REQUIREMENTS:

e Dental technicians are required to complete a college program in dental
technology - or

e Four or more years of on-the-job training under the supervision of a registered
dental technician.

e Registration with a regulatory body is required for dental technicians in all
provinces except in Manitoba.
