Section A: OCCUPATIONAL PROFILE 
 
 
JOB DESCRIPTION: 
 
Ski and snowboard instructors lead and instruct groups and individuals to learn 
how to ski or snowboard. They teach lessons to participants who wish to learn to 
the basic skills or improve upon existing skills of ski/snowboard activities.  
 
 
MAIN DUTIES: 
 
Ski and snowboard instructors perform some or all of the following duties:  
• Plan and prepare for daily ski and / or snowboard lessons appropriate to the 

ability level of the participants. 
• Demonstrate and instruct groups and individuals in the proper ski and / or 

snowboard techniques. 
• Attend to clients with special needs. 
• Monitor activities and progress of participants. 
• Enforce safety rules and regulations. 
• Provide emergency or first aid assistance when required. 
• Assist with co-ordination of special events. 
• Schedule activities, keep logs, maintain records and prepare reports. 
• May train and supervise staff. 
• May maintain and repair sports equipment. 
 
 
EMPLOYMENT REQUIREMENTS: 
 
• Completion of secondary school is usually required.  
• Certification is usually required as ski and / or snowboard instructor. 
• Certification in first aid (CPR) and / or emergency care may be required.
